The Stephens City Parks and Recreation
Committee recently recommended a list
of regulations for town parks and
facilities and the establishment of certain
fees for use of concession buildings,
picnic shelters and reservation of the
town parks for events. Please contact the
town office to make an application
should you wish to reserve and use these
facilities. Also, please abide by the new
rules and regulations that will be posted
at the town parks.

Town personnel will be conducting
inspections throughout the town to deter-
mine if sump pumps are connected to the
town’s wastewater system. Sump pumps
or other drainage connections that allow
ground water to be directed into the
sewer system are illegal.

You will be notified prior to the
inspection to allow you to make
arrangements to allow the inspector into
your premises. Please contact the Town
Manager if you have any questions in
this regard.
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2009 decals were due without penalty by
February 15" when the 2008 decals expired.
All vehicles, motor cycles and trailers kept
within the town limits must have a current
decal displayed. If you have recently
moved into the Town of Stephens City or
have purchased a new vehicle, please bring
your registration card with you when buying
decals.

The 2009 decal will be considered
permanent unless it needs to be replaced.
Replacements will be issued the same way
as in prior years. You must bring a piece of
the old decal into the town office and a
replacement will be issued to you for $1.00.
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SNOW REMOVAL

We are half way
through winter, but
as we all know there

is still a very real

possibility of snow, so

in short this is what is

required by the Town
Code.

Property owners or
occupants must clear
all public sidewalks of
snow where sidewalks
front their property.

This must be done

within 6 hours after

snow has ceased to
fall or no later than
noon the next day if

snowfall stops
overnight. Please
contact the Town
Office if you have any
questions.

The Planner’s Corner...

What’s with all the Public Hearings?

If you have been reading the Winchester
Star or the Northern Virginia Daily in the
announcements section you would have
noticed that the Town of Stephens City
has been having quite a few public
hearings here recently. So was I thinking
about what to write about for this
newsletter, I decided that it might be a
good time to talk about why we have
public hearings and why they are
important.

First, why do we have all these public
hearings? The simple answer is that we
are required to per the Virginia State
Code. Essentially, anytime the Town
takes action on land uses or finances we
are required to hold a public hearing. In
general this requirement is carried through
in both the Town Council and Planning
Commission meetings by having a set
time for the meetings each month and by
having a public comment session at each

meeting. However, with regard to land use
or land decisions, the state requires the
Town to have a dedicated public hearing
both at the Planning Commission and the
Town Council meetings. The Planning
Commission acts only as a recommending
committee and the Town Council has the
final decision.

Furthermore, per the state requirements, we
are required to advertise a public hearing
for two (2) consecutive weeks, with a week
in between prior to a public hearing. The
Town is also required to send Certified
Mail announcing the public hearing to each
adjoining landowner to the property in
question.

The point of the public hearing is to give
the citizens of the Town a chance to hear
and comment on what is being proposed
with regard to land use or other issues.
There is a lot of work that is put into land
use applications prior to the application
making it to a public hearing by the

applicant, various committees, and
administrative staff. However, all
meetings are open to the public and
citizens are privy to all information being
presented at municipal meetings. The
public hearing gives every citizen an
opportunity to comment on the proposal
prior to any action taking place. It is this
right; believe it or not that still resides
throughout every level of government
that our founding fathers of the United
States of America based democracy on.
Something to think about the next time
you read a public hearing announcement
in the paper.
