From the Town Manager’s Desk...

Watch what you flush!

Recently, one or more persons in Stephens City
are causing serious problems to the Town’s and
Frederick County’s sewer systems.

Non-biodegradable paper towels or rags are
being flushed down the drain. The towels will not
break down or shred into smaller pieces, thus
causing damage to the waste water pumps at the
lift stations. The pumps lock up and will not
operate causing a back up, additional
maintenance problems and eventually higher
wastewater bills to all costumers.

The paper items that are causing the problems
are commercial grade cleaning towels that are
white or blue in color, have ridge lines and
cannot be torn apart by hand. Other paper
cleaning products, such as “Swiffer” type mop
products are also a problem.

Regular paper towels and toilet tissue are not the
problem. However, it should be noted that the
sewer system

In fact, very few items are designed or
intended to be flushed! Please use trash cans for
these objects.

The intent of this notice is to make residents
aware of the consequences of improper disposal
of items into the sewer system. It is to
dispose of items that cause damage and are
harmful to the sewer collection or treatment
system.

The Town will continue to investigate this
problem and will find the source of the “paper
rags” if the problem continues. Fines will be
imposed should the “illegal” dumping or flushing
of harmful products continue. Please remember
to think before you flush!

CENSUS 2010
“Be Counted in 2010°

The Census: A Snapshot:

e What: The census is a count of everyone

residing in the United States.

Who: A1l U.S. residents must be counted—
people of all races and ethnic groups, both
citizens and non-citizens.

e When: Census Day is April 1, 2010.
Questionnaire responses should represent the
household as it exists on this day. More
detailed socioeconomic information will be
collected annually from a small percentage of
population through the American
Community Survey.

e Why: The U.S. Constitution requires a
national census every 10 years. The census
will show state population counts and
determine representation in the U.S. House
of Representatives.

e How: Census questionnaires will be delivered
or mailed to households via U.S. Mail in
March 2010: many households will receive a
replacement questionnaires in early April.
Census workers also will visit households that
do not return questionnaires.

A Complete Count: The Importance of Census

Data:

e Every year, the federal government can
allocate more than $300 billion to states and
communities based, in part, on census data.

e (ensus data guide local decision-makers on
where to build new roads, hospitals, child-
care and senior citizen centers, schools and
more.

e Businesses use census data to locate
supermarkets, new housing and other
facilities.

e (ensus data determine how many seats each
state will have in the U.S. House of
Representatives.

2010 Census Questionnaire: Quick, Easy, and

Confidential:

e With only 10 questions, the 2010 Census
questionnaire is one of the shortest
questionnaires in history and takes just 10
minutes to compete.

e By law, the Census Bureau cannot share an
individual’s census questionnaire responses
with anyone, including other federal agencies
and law enforcement entities.
